As you will recall, the proposed pedestrian project along West Broadway was initiated by the neighbors
living along this historic > corridor into our city, Clea he various components of this proposal will 1)
improve traffic {low, ‘ address outdated infrastructure and 4)
enhance the aesthetic qualities of this IMStONc ne1ghboriood.” Moreover, the improved traffic capacities
associated with this proposal benefits the greater community. In total, the addition of a pedway, landscaped
medians, historic lamp posts, buried utilities and streetscaping will give new life and utility to a
neighborhood while preserving its unique historic character. &

We propose the following modifications to the traffic study’s recommendations;

a) Adding raised crosswalks and bulbout medians at periodic intervals along West Broadway that
will serve as traffic calming devices and assist children who walk on a daily basis to Grant Elementary,
Columbia Montessori School and the Columbia Public Library.

b) Narrowing the width of the landscaped median to between four and eight feet corresponding
with the varying width of traffic lanes along West Broadway.

©) Adjusting the study’s proposed configuration of strect components (i.e. median, traffic lanes,
sidewalk, pedway, etc.) to accommodate the addition of grass parkways between the traffic lanes and
sidewalks on both sides of the street without exceeding a total width of 6; feet. (see attached exhibit)
